FIRE DEPARTMENT
A grant has been received through the EMA office 
for 13 additional outdoor warning sirens with the 
latest technology. The City of Chelsea also opted 
to upgrade the seven existing weather sirens to be 

compatible with the new technology. When the installation 
is complete later this month, Chelsea will have a total of 20 
outdoor warning sirens covering the community. This will also 
allow remote site monitoring so that all sites can be tested 
via computer and monitor to make sure they activate properly 
and to help identify system problems that may occur. There 
will soon be a map posted on the city website showing the 
location of the 20 sites. 
The Fire Department is also about to move forward with the 
home weather radio project. Plans are to purchase at least 
1,200 units to be distributed to residents within the Chelsea 
City Limits. The goal is to have all these system components 
in place prior to the spring severe weather season. More 
information on this project will be posted on the website very 
soon.
